FLORIDA STATE VARIATIONS

Sick  Baby:  Coverage is included for a newborn for 31 days from birth, for surgery and treatment of injury, sickness, including necessary care or treatment of congenital defects, birth abnormalities or prematurity.  To continue coverage, an application form must be received within 31 days from the date of birth.  An additional premium may be required.  Covered Expenses include transportation to and from the nearest facility available to treat a newborn’s condition, to $1,000.00.  Coverage for a newborn of a covered dependent child terminates 18 months after birth.

Mammography Screening:  Benefits are included for covered females age 35 and over, subject to a limited schedule.  Also, coverage is included for one or more mammograms per year for females at risk of breast cancer.
